5) All required academic certificates must be apostilled (or consular
authenticated) and submitted within the submission deadline, or the
applicants will be regarded unqualified. If you have a specific reason
that you need more time to get apostilled (or consular authenticated),
you must contact KHU Global Admission in advance and get approval.

6) Applicants are responsible for any disadvantage resulting from incorrect
information. Please provide correct information, especially the contact
numbers and email addresses.

7) When the applicants’ names are differently written in submitted
documents, you must provide an additional official certificate that can
prove all the owners of submitted documents are the same person.
